                                     Science would be split between different instructors to allow teachers to  

                                     get back to a .9 status.  This is not beneficial to the students to have  

                                     instructors teaching outside of their certification area.   

   Mrs. Claus stated that she felt the increase for teachers from .7 to .9 was  

                                    deceiving if indeed they were being increased to teach a class they are not 

                                    certified in.  Mrs. Finnerty stated that neither the Music or the Art teacher  

                                    would be increased to teach a Family and Consumer Science class. 

 

     



Mrs. Sargent read a prepared statement in support of keeping the  

   Family and Consumer Science program intact with a certified instructor. 

   She feels strongly that these courses teach life long lessons. 

 

 

   Mrs. Claus stated that she would speak on behalf of Mr. Claus and suggest  

                                    strongly that the Board consider implementing more programs and putting  

                                    out a budget over the tax cap and let the voters decide if they would  

                                    support it.  The Board needs to do what is best for the students.   

    

 

   Mrs. Barker also asked the Board to put out a budget that exceeded the tax  

   cap that would replace electives to give students the best possible  

                                   education.  It is important to keep the school district growing with full  

                                   and vibrant programs. 

 

 

   Mr. Welch asked if all contracts had been realigned to begin with the start    

                                   of each school year. Specifically referring to the technology agreement.   

                                   He wondered what would happen if the agreement were not renewed for  

                                   the following school year.  Mrs. Finnerty explained that it would be  

                                  prorated and could be amended if necessary.  He also asked how it was  

                                 possible for the Teacher 7-12 salary line to decrease by such a large amount. 

            It was explained that  last year the district budgeted for eight SLTA  

                                  members that indicated in writing that they would be moving over on the  

                                salary schedule  for the 2012-2013 school year.  In reality only four members 

                                 met the requirements to move over on the salary schedule.   The MOU that  

                                was negotiated with the SLTA regarding the 2% giveback was not complete  

                                 at  the time the budget was finalized, therefore that money had to be 

                                 budgeted.

COMMUNITY SPORTS MERGER DISCUSSION

Mr. Armstrong welcomed those in attendance.  He went through the timeline that brought us to 
this meeting.  In April, administration from Bolton approached Schroon Lake to consider a 
possible merge of sports programs.  Anticipating the declining enrollment of each school district 
and with both schools unable to field teams within the current school year the Board gave Supt. 
Finnerty approval to have conversation with Bolton to discuss this possibility.  Two meetings 
took place to discuss details as well as pros and cons of a merge. Mrs. Finnerty explained that 
although the merge is difficult to comprehend, we must be proactive and look to the future before 
the decision is made for us. We have already begun to see this with the baseball program.  It has 
been three years since we have had a modified program, and it is highly likely we will see the 
same with the modified soccer program in the fall. 
 The timing is being driven by the Adirondack league needing to approve a possible merge by 
next Thursday. Bolton would need to notify the league in writing of any intention of a merge.  
This action requires annual approval and would be approved on a year to year basis.
  Mrs. Finnerty shared information that had been gathered since last weeks’ meeting.  She spoke 
with Karen Lopez, Executive Director of the Section VII, as well as the Executive Director of 
Section II to get the most accurate information as possible.  She contacted schools that have been 
successful with a sports merge such as Minerva/ Newcomb and Indian Lake/ Long Lake.  
Ticonderoga, North Warren and Mountainside were also contacted to inquire about the 
possibility of a merge in the future.   Both Ticonderoga and North Warren stated that they have 
sufficient enrollment and would not need to discuss a merge in the near future.  Mountainside 
would have to join the MVAC to consider students playing on our sports teams.  There would be 
a fee to join and Mrs. Philips was not sure how the staff and students and Board members would 
feel about a merge as she had not discussed this with anyone at this time. 
Transportation cost, winter travel, budget concerns, practice schedules and coaching 
appointments were all discussed.  Costs of redesigning a merged logo was also brought up. How 
would this process take place, who would decide on a logo or mascot? Would this require all new 
uniforms to be purchased and if so how much would that cost? Any additional costs would be a 
concern as the budget for next year has already been passed with no mention of this additional 
expense.
Two petitions, opposing the merge, were presented to the Board, one petition with 202 adult 
signatures and 75 student signatures.  It was pointed out that these signatures were gathered in 
only a matter of days and would have been many more if time had been allowed.  This speaks 
volumes as to the opposition of a merge. Another petition was signed by only parents of athletes.
Community members expressed appreciation for the presentation of events and encouraged the 
Board to take more time to discuss the possibilities before committing to the southern league.  
Although the timing of the proposal was understood, it was unwise to make a decision that 
effected so many, without more consideration.  The Board was urged to keep the Wildcats intact 
as long as possible.  The urgency to join Bolton at this time seems forced.  It was suggested that 



if Mountainside was interested in a merge in the future, we should consider covering the cost of 
membership for them to join us.
Forecasting future enrollment was discussed, a merge of some sort will be necessary in the future 
to secure competition for our students.  The resurrection of the SIPT team (School Improvement 
Planning Team) was discussed.  It would be great to have a group of parents, community 
members, staff and students meet to discuss a plan for the future.
Economic Development was discussed, it is important to attract business to our area so that more 
families could afford to live within the school district.  
Through a student forum offered to students at school, students expressed concern with travel 
time to and from Bolton.  Many were concerned with keeping up with assignments and were 
afraid the additional travel time would impact their grades.  It was also mentioned that students 
are very fortunate to be able to participate in all sports and how this affects college transcripts 
and acceptance. 
Mr. Armstrong concluded the meeting by stating that it was the Boards intention to be very 
transparent with the community.  Information was rolled out as quickly as it became available to 
administration.  In no way were they trying to hide the details of a merge.  Safety of our students 
is a number one priority and the transportation department does a great transporting our students 
safely. It is great to fill the auditorium with community members and the polite and respectful 
manner in which this input was generated is greatly appreciated.  Board members discussed their 
thoughts and concerns. The overall consensus was that the decision was needed too quickly and 
further discussion was necessary. The SIPT team will be assembled in the fall to generate ideas, 
not just for athletics, but for the future of our school in general.  We all want our school to be 
viable well into the future.
Proposal # 1- The Board voted on a full merger of the sport programs with Bolton for the 2013- 
2014 school year.  All BOE members voted against the full merger.
Proposal #2-  A proposal for a partial sports merger with Bolton for the 2013-2014 school year 
was voted on by the Board.  Peter Veverka- No   Tina Armstrong – No    Dana Shaughnessy- No  
Diane Tyrrell – Yes  John Armstrong  Yes
The Board directed Supt. Finnerty to reinstate the SIPT committee in the fall.  Mr. Armstrong 
also read a prepared statement reflecting the fact that the school district was in conversation with 
Keene Central School District to discuss the possibility of sharing a Superintendent in the future.

WHEREAS, the qualified voters of the Schroon Lake Central School District, Schroon Lake, 

New York (the "District"), at the annual meeting of such voters duly held on the 21
st
 day of May, 

2013, duly approved a proposition authorizing the issuance of serial general obligation bonds in an 

aggregate principal amount not to exceed $73,800, to finance the acquisition of one (1) thirty-five 

passenger school bus, the expenditure of such sum for such purpose, and the levy of the necessary 

tax therefor, to be levied upon the taxable property of the District and collected in annual 

installments as provided by Section 416 of the Education Law;

NOW THEREFOR BE IT RESOLVED: 

Section 1. The School District shall acquire one (1) thirty-five passenger school bus at a 

maximum amount of not to exceed $73,800, as more particularly described in Section 3 hereof. 

Section 2. The School District is hereby authorized to issue its serial general obligation bonds 

(the "Bonds") in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $73,800 pursuant to the Local 

Finance Law of New York, in order to finance the class of objects or purposes described herein. 

Section 3. The classes of objects or purposes to be financed pursuant to this Resolution (the 

collectively, the "Purpose") is the acquisition of one (1) thirty-five passenger school bus (the 

"Purpose"). 

Section 4. It is hereby determined and declared that (a) the maximum cost of the Purpose, as 

estimated by the Board of Education, is $73,800, (b) no money has heretofore been authorized to be 

applied to the payment of the cost of the Purpose, and (c) the School District plans to finance the cost of the 

Purpose from funds raised by the issuance of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes hereinafter 

referred to. 

Section 5. It is hereby determined that the Purpose is one of the class of objects or purposes 

described in Subdivision 29 of Paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, and that the period 

of probable usefulness of the Purpose is five (5) years. 

Section 6. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the 

issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds, including 

renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the President of the Board of Education, the chief fiscal 

officer. 
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Section 7. The power to further authorize the issuance of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes 

and to prescribe the terms, form and contents of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes, including the 

consolidation with other issues and the use of substantially level or declining debt service, subject to 

the provisions of this Resolution and the Local Finance Law, and to sell and deliver the Bonds and 

bond anticipation notes, is hereby delegated to the President of the Board of Education. The President of 

the Board of Education is hereby authorized to sign and the District Clerk is hereby authorized to attest 

any Bonds and bond anticipation notes issued pursuant to this Resolution, and the District Clerk is hereby 

authorized to affix to such Bonds and bond anticipation notes the corporate seal of the School District. 

Section 8. The faith and credit of the School District are hereby irrevocably pledged for the 

payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds and bond anticipation notes as the same 

respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay 

the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year. There shall be 

levied annually on all taxable real property of the District, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and 

interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable. 

Section 9. This Resolution shall constitute the declaration of the School District's "official 

intent" to reimburse expenditures authorized by Section 1 with proceeds of the Bonds and notes, as 

required by United States Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2. 

Section 10. This Resolution shall be published in full by the District Clerk together with a 

notice in substantially the form prescribed by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, and such 

publication shall be in each official newspaper of the School District. The validity of the Bonds or of any 

bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds may be contested only if such 

obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the School District is not 
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authorized to expend money, or the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of 

publication of this Resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding 

contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or if 

said obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution. 

Section 11. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
